Thank you for your contributions during the     
initial survey phase when I asked you about what 
skills, attributes, knowledge and attitudes you   

wanted Glentunnel School to develop and nurture in your child. From 
the information gathered from you and our students the staff and I 
constructed four vision statements which will underpin teaching and 
learning at our school. Within each vision statement there is a key 
theme and value which are Respectful Citizen, Confident               
Communicator, Relationship Builder and Growth Mindset. Through 
further consultation the four values developed into our Learner    
Profile and Social Skills program. Our Value Characters will become a 
wonderful visual reference for our students at school and remind 
them and us of the skills, attributes, knowledge and attitudes we 
strive towards as we aim to reach our potential. The growth each 
child makes over their time at Glentunnel School is represented by 
the growth of a seed into a tree along the top of the Learner Profile. 
This connects directly with the schoolΩs Te Reo name Matai            
Rangatira. Next year the Learner Profile will also be adapted to       
become part of the reports we send home about your child, replacing 
the current Key Competency section.
